In universily, students are
taught instructional technologies
such as digital software and apps
and told to use them in the schools
where they were assigned for their
practical training,

When I asked why he wasn't
using the tools that he had learnt,
the student said there was not
enough equipment available in the

* s¢hool for him to do so.

I didn’t want to helieve that afier
several Malaysia Plans, the
Education Ministry has not been
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given the budget to equip the
natonal schools that we are so
proud of,

Perhaps parent-teacher associa-
tions could help the schonols in this
regard. :
